I have read the letter that the Home Owners Association's (HOA) intends to distribute explaining the situation regarding our fight with the Finke's. Other then the first word "Many" in the letter, I find nothing in the letter objectionable. Exactly how many of my "neighbors" have voiced complaints regarding my "signs" been lodged with HOA?
 

I am not exactly sure how many "residents" make the HOA membership. However, I would estimate that 310 lots occupied with at least two members in each household would be slightly over 600 people that make up the membership of the of the HOA. What percentage of these members would constitute "Many"? If you have 5 or 6 people (other then Finke's or their relatives living in Pebble Creek) voicing complaints, I hardly think that constitutes "Many" as it relates to the membership of the HOA.
 

To me it would appear that the letter should begin with "A few " or even better "A very few" in substitution for the word  "Many". I know there are a number of Finke's living in this community and they have "relatives" (in-laws and cousins), and we know who many of these people are. If they are the ones that make up the majority of these complaints then this point is moot, because, we don't really care about anything they have to say.
 

However, with that being said, I am sensitive to the "unrelated" neighbors that have sincere issues with the events that have transpired. But as Mr. Hester has addressed in his website, the issue is not about the quality of my Finke home. Mr. Hester's site does not in way imply or directly state any negative information that would affect the resell value of any Finke home. We would both would take issue with any implication that we are affecting the resell value of any Finke home in this development because we dare tell the truth about our experiences with Finke Homes, Inc.
 

I have already discussed in my previous correspondence to you other people who were subjected to harsh criticisms in the past with they voiced their issues with Finke Homes, Inc. We anticipated that there would be a few that would not be happy with the truth about Finke Home, Inc. becoming public information. But we will not let this become a distraction to the fact that Finke Homes, Inc. needs to be held accountable for their actions and the public is entitled to know about their business practices.
 

I would hope that those that have complained have at least gone to the website and read the data and my case. If they have they should have easily be able to determine that the events in no way refer to any material workmanship issue or any other issues relevant to the "resell value" of a Finke home. My issues have to do with fraud, fraudulent intent, forgery, breach of contract, and breach of warranty. Complaints to the Planning Commission have to do with issues that I brought to your attention in my email of 10/2/04. Complaints to the Kentucky Real Estate Commission have to do with fraud, conflict of interest, and incompetence.
 

Furthermore, the website has my telephone number and my, as well as Mr. Hester's, email for the "neighbors" who have sincere issues with my "signs" or Mr. Hester's website. I have only received one notice that expressed any concern with Mr. Hester's "sign" on the back of his truck. However, the note left no address or telephone number to contact them. Other then that, I have had nothing but positive feedback about what I am doing. "Many" homeowners (HOA members) have contacted me and shared their stories about their Finke experiences and will be posted to Mr. Hester website shortly. I have also received over one hundred emails from people who have just expressed admiration and support for what I am doing. Therefore, I am not going to be influence by a couple of anonymous neighbors (who are probably relatives of Finke) that want to shut me up.
